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Basic Indoor Flash Exposure by Fuzzy Duenkel 
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OK, all you old-timers can ignore this.  (Old timer is anyone old enough 

to remember a TV show with Monte Markham playing an 1800s guy 
who got frozen and now awoke100 years later).  (Geez... talk about 

OBSCURE!!!) 

When you want to make a portrait of someone inside a home, you 
generally want the windows to be about 1-2 stops overexposed.  Too 
dark and it looks stormy outside.  Too light and you lose colorful detail, 

and the brightness draws attention away from the subject. 

So start by setting your camera (on Manual) for the outside exposure 
through the window.  Use a meter or chimp your LCD display.  Set your 

f-stop for your preferred depth of field.  I usually shoot at f4 (unless I 
have a reason not to). Vary the shutter speed until it looks a little 

lighter than it does to your eye as you look at the window.  You don't 

even need to fire the flash yet. 

Then set the flash for a proper exposure on the subject at the f-stop 

you previously set. 

That's it!

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Entering Print Competition, continued 

that each image is judged on a 

100 point scale, 100 being a 

perfect score.  Each competition 

has five PPA affili-

ated judges who 

give the image a 

score.  These 

scores are added 

and averaged, 

rounding as 

needed to achieve 

a final score.  A 

print scoring 79-

81 gets reviewed 

to remove any 

score inconsistency.  

The review pre-

vents one judge from skewing 

the results, either up or down by 

giving a score that is a great 

deal higher or lower than the 

other judges.  Four òthumbs upó 

out of the six judges is required 

for the print to retain its merit 

score. 

 

The judges are trained to see 

certain things in prints.  These 

include digital artifacts, over 

sharpening, cloning tracks, im-

possible lighting situations, color 

issues and blowouts (over expo-

sure).  They are also looking for 

at least one recognizable pho-

tographic element in the image.  

Todayõs software makes this 

even more important.  It still 

must start as a photograph of 

something. 

 

Each image is judged on 12 

elements.  

1. Impactð Does it wow the 

judges in a few seconds, 

does it evoke an emotion? 

2. Creativityð Does it stand out 

from the others, does it ex-

press your imagination? 

3. Technical excellenceð Print 

quality, density, correct color 

balance, sharpness, expo-

sure, printing and mounting. 

4. Composition-Rule of 1/3õs, 

leading lines, rhythm, sym-

metry. Does it bring all the 

visual elements together? 

5. Lightingð Use and control of 

light 

6. Style-Subject matter and 

style must be appropriate 

for each other. 

7. Print presentationð image 

must stand alone, without 

matting and presentation

elements. Matting must work 

with the image and glossy 

prints are best. 

8. Center of interestð 

Where do you want the 

viewer to concentrate 

their eyes? 

9. Subject matter-should 

be appropriate to the 

story being told in the im-

age. Also, does the title 

reflect the subject matter? 

10.  Color Balanceð Are 

skin tones accurate? Do 

the tones in the image 

work together? 

11. Technique-The founda-

tion of good photographs.  

Good exposure, lighting, 

posing, etc. Does it follow the 

òrules?ó 

12. Story Telling-Does the image 

evoke imagination? Can the 

viewer write his story when 

they view the image?  The 

title should explain the im-

age, not be confusing to the 

judges, keep it simple! 

 

Last, Daines suggested before 

entering your print that you turn 

it upside down.  Does your eye 

go the main subject?  Our eyes 

naturally go to the brightest part 

of an image, this needs to be 

your subject or you could have a 

problem!
